MEMORANDUM OF ASSOCIATION OF THE HOLYHEAD GOLF CLUB. LIMITED
1. The Name of the Company is "THE HOLYHEAD GOLF CLUB, LIMITED" (hereinafter throughout this Memorandum referred to as "the Club").

2. The Registered Office of the Club will be situated in Wales.
3.  The objectives for which the Club is established are:

(A) To promote and maintain an equal opportunities golf and social club at Holyhead and any other club or clubs in compliance with the  Equality Act 2010 for the promotion of any game or pastime or for other purposes with community participation and to manage and control such club or club kitchens, refreshment rooms, workshops, sheds, and other buildings, and erections in connection therewith, and to build, alter, adapt, construct, or repair all buildings necessary or convenient for the purpose of any such club, and to furnish and maintain the same, and to provide attendants and servants necessary for any club, and to buy, prepare, make, supply, sell, and deal in all kinds of golf clubs and balls and other apparatus used in connection with golf and other athletic sports, and provisions and refreshments of all kinds, and to cater for Members of the Company or any club managed by it, and to hold golf meetings, competitions and matches, and to give or contribute, either alone or jointly with any other association club, or person to the medals or prizes at such competitions.
(B) To purchase, take on lease or otherwise acquire for any interest whatsoever any land, tenements, or hereditaments, any real or personal property or rights, easements, or privileges in the United Kingdom or elsewhere.
(C) To sell, improve, manage, develop, exchange, lease, mortgage, dispose, or otherwise deal with the whole under taking and Property of the Company, or any part or parts thereof, and any or the lands and hereditaments or property of the Company, or any rights of grazing or other rights in respect of such lands and hereditaments. 
(D) To carry on business as Club Proprietors and Dealers in intoxicating liquors, refreshments of all kinds and any provisions for the use of the membership.
(E) To promote the game of golf and other sports, amusements and pastimes, and to contribute to prizes, medals, cups, testimonials, and other rewards, and to arrange and pay for Exhibition matches and competitions between professionals, and to support or subscribe to any charitable of public object.
(F) To employ and pay secretaries, clerks, professionals, grounds men, stewards, managers, workmen, and other persons in or about any business carried on by the Company, and to provide for the welfare of persons employed.
(G) To pay out of the Funds of the Company all costs, charges, and expenses preliminary and incidental to the promotion and registration thereof.
(h) To borrow or raise or secure the payment of money in such manner as the Company shall think fit, and in particular by mortgage or by the issue of Debentures or Debenture Stock (perpetual or otherwise) charged upon all or any of the Company's property (both present and future) including its uncalled Capital, and to redeem or pay off any such securities.
(I) To invest and deal with the moneys of the Company not immediately required in such manner as shall from time to time be required.
(J) To draw, accept, and negotiate negotiable instruments. 
(K) To do all such other lawful things as are incidental or conducive to the attainment of the above objects or any of them.

4. The Liability of the Members is Limited.

The property and funds of the club cannot be used for the direct or indirect private benefit of Members other than that as reasonably allowed by these articles and all surplus income or profits are reinvested in the Club.

If the Club shall be wound up, whether voluntarily or otherwise, the Liquidator, shall following a General Meeting at which a special resolution is passed to wind up the Club, after settling all liabilities of the club, dispose of the net assets remaining to one or more of the following:-


a. Another Club with similar sports purposes which is a registered charity and/or


b. Another Club with similar sports purposes which is a registered Community Amateur Sports 
Club and/or


c. The Club's governing body for use by them for related community sports.

5.  The first Members of the Club shall be the signatories to the Memorandum of Association and these Articles and every person who at the time of the date of incorporation of the Club was a member of the old Club.
